STOCKS + SECURITES 
Using your existing portfolio of stocks and other securities to make a charitable gift 
is simple and may offer tax advantages for you and your family. To initiate a transfer, 
please provide the following information to your broker: Credit: Glenmede c/o Northern 
Trust Account Name: United Way GPSNJ Gift IM Account: 2633-02-4/0 DTC# 2139  
Please note: The donor’s name must appear in the trailer information of the DTC transfer.

DONOR-ADVISED FUND (DAF) 
If you have a Donor-Advised Fund, consider United Way when making your  
annual recommendations. When you are ready to recommend or direct a gift,  
simply complete the necessary paperwork with the manager of your DAF, and  
United Way will confirm receipt of your gift upon its arrival. 

IRA DISTRIBUTION 
If you are 70½ or older, you can give up to $100,000 from your IRA directly to  
United Way. The transfer generates neither taxable income nor a tax deduction,  
so you benefit even if you do not itemize. If you have not yet taken your required 
minimum distribution for the year, your IRA charitable distribution gift can satisfy  
all or part of that requirement.

ESTATE PLANNING  
Making a provision in your will or trust acknowledges and honors the legacy that  
you would like to leave in our community. Your commitment will help more children  
and families build a foundation for future success. Bequests can be given as a 
percentage of your estate or a specific dollar amount.
